Maintain the status quo     
Make compliance with OSE determinations under the Subdivision Act mandatory

Update local zoning and subdivision statutes     
Require permitting authority to evaluate impact of proposed development on public 
welfare as defined by applicable regional water plan(s) 

    

Require permitting authority to demonstrate that proposed developments are 
consistent with the applicable regional water plan(s) 

    

Impose a moratorium on new development pending adjudication of water rights in 
region 

    

Limit or ban growth where water is not available     
Require that proposed development projects assess the impact of development on
